4. Public outreach activities of Kaiga Site. 

State Level Essay Competition on Nuclear Energy organised by Public 

Awareness Committee of Kaiga Generating Station: 
 

NPCIL, Kaiga has conducted State Level Essay Competition for University 

level students on “Role of Nuclear Power in development of our nation 

and Safety aspects of Nuclear Plant Design, Construction & 

Operation”. Competition was conducted by Public awareness committee of 

Kaiga Generating Station to sensitize and bring awareness among the youth. 

Competition was conducted in three languages in Kannada, Hindi and 

English. Each language three topics were announced with I, II, and III 

prizes. The prize included a Cash award of `.`.`.`.15,000/-, `.`.`.`.10,000/-               

& `.`.`.`.7,500/- respectively for I, II and III positions apart from citation. 

The essay contest was advertised through print media and the notice was 

published in web and also circulated through social media. In all 145 

students participated from various institutions of Karnataka. After 

scrutinizing and two stage evaluation by eminent resource persons,           

13 students were identified for award of prizes.  Awardees along with one 

family person and escort faculty member from their institution were 

invited for participation in awarding function held on 20/06/2016 at Kaiga 

Site. The function was graced by Shri. H N Bhat, Site Director,            

Shri. M P Hansora, Station Director, KGS 3&4, Shri. Sanjay Kumar,    

Station Director, KGS 1&2, Shri. P G Raichur, Chairman, Public Awareness 

Committee, and Senior Officials of KGS. Speaking on the occasion,        

Shri. H N Bhat, Site Director, Kaiga Site congratulated the winners and 

briefed the participants on the need for nuclear energy for the country’s 

growth and also expressed that there is a need from educated youth in 

removing the myth and misconceptions from the minds of general public 

about nuclear energy. Few award winning participants expressed that after 

seeing the environs around Kaiga, they are convinced that “Nuclear Power is 

Clean and Green Power”. The participants were taken around the nuclear 

power station and were also briefed about the functioning of the 

environmental survey laboratory.
