greenhouse gas and other 

emissions from nuclear 

power plants, wind farms, 

natural gas plants, and 

wind farms backed by 

natural gas plants. 
 

Wind farms cannot produce 

electricity reliably and 

predictably, they typically 

rely on gas plants to fill in 

their supply gaps. The 

Hatch study realistically 

estimated that wind farms 

generate only 20 per cent 

of their capacity, leaving 

gas-fired plants to make up 

the remaining 80 per cent.

about 20 times more 

greenhouse gas than 

does nuclear.
