¶ A week long celebration , both at Site & Township which will end on 2nd  Oct -

2015, Gandhi Jayanti  in the presence of township residents . 

¶ The Central theme of the celebration shall be òClean & Green Campaignó 

¶ To arrange Drawing competition for  various groups of school children, township 

ladies and gents on a theme òSwatch Bharat-Swasth Bharató 

¶ To arrange a competitive mini marathon on 02.10.2015 for various groups of 

township residents  along with a non competitive òRun-for-Funó.  

¶ To carry out Swatchta  Abhiyan in Anumala Township  on 02.10.2015 with 

participation of all the residents.  

¶ To achieve total ban on use of polythene bags in Anumala township.  
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For smooth conduct of the event a committee was formed by Site Director 

assigning responsibilities to various individuals and groups. Celebration was 

launched with a drawing competition on 25.09.2015 for school children, 

township Ladies and Gents on a them e, Swatch Bharat, Swasth Bharat . On the 

spot entry into the competition was available in which n early 350 School 

children participated for drawing competition in various groups.  Chocolates 

were distributed to all the children on the spot for encouragement.  

 

Posters, Banners and Placards were placed in the Township and Plant Site 

depicting importance of Swatchta in our daily life, minimi sation of water & 

electricity uses and safe driving practices. It was emphasised that mindless use 

and exploitation of natu ral resources will eventually lead us to the path of self -

destruction and therefore it is the responsibility of every human being to save 

natural resources to the extent possible . 

 

A door to door campaign was also launched with Art of Living  volunteers to 

further sensitize Township residents towards use of paper bags to make Anumala 

Township Polythene Bag Free.  

 

On 2 nd  October, 2015, Gandhi Jayanti , a  Marathon was organized  in which  

nearly 1500 residents of Anumala Township, including school children, ladies, 

gents, senior citizens and security personnel participated overwhelmingly and 

enthusiastically.

personnel participated.   

 

After Marathon, Swatchta Pledge  was administered to all the participants by 

Site Director K akrapar Gujarat  Site Shri L. K. Jain. While addressing the gathering, 

Site Director emphasized that we are duty bound to optimize use of water, 

electricity & other natural resources for sustainability of Mother earth. To further 

strengthen the efforts of Clean & Green Anumala, Site Director proposed a total 

Ban on use of Polythene Bags in the township, which was cheerfully accepted by 

one and all.

Refreshment and Eco -friendly perishable utility bags were also 

distributed to all the participants.  
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After M arathon, Swatchta Abhiyan  was taken up in Anumala Township for 

which the entir e townsh ip was divided into 12 -Sectors. Each sector was given 

specific name such as Nature Lovers , Street Smart , Anmol Anumala , Power Savers  

etc. and a Placard of these names were placed at a common area of each 

sector  to enthuse residents .  After completion of Marathon residents of each 

sector including ladies, gents, small children and senior citizens marched towards 

the ir respective areas and participated in huge number for cleaning of areas in 

and around their residential quarters.
