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NPCIL, in collaboration with National Council of Science Museums, has set up 

Indiaôs first-ever permanent exhibition on nuclear power at the Nehru Science Centre 

(NSC), Worli, Mumbai. NSC is one of the largest science centers in Asia, with several 

interactive and user-friendly exhibits covering various aspects of science. This exhibition 

- ñHall of Nuclear Powerò- was formally opened for the public on August 20, 2011. 
 

This Hall of Nuclear Power covers various aspects of nuclear energy, including 

extensive information on basics of nuclear power plant operation, nuclear safety, 

countryôs nuclear power programme, nuclear waste management, insignificant radiation 

emanation from NPPs, etc., showcasing the clean, green and safe attributes of nuclear 

power. In addition to the above, the gallery also showcases non-power applications in the 

service of mankind. On non-power applications, the gallery covers topics such as food 

irradiation technology, seeds preservation, nuclear medicine, diagnostic and curative uses 

of radiation etc. A major attraction in the gallery is the state-of-the-art touch-screen 

computer kiosks, video terminals, as well as interactive exhibits and informative panels. 

A 3-D movie takes the visitors on a virtual tour to a nuclear power. The movie is 

screened on continuous basis. 
  

NPCIL had planned visits of 10,000 students each from Kendriya Vidyalayas and 

BMC schools to this Hall of Nuclear Power. In this regard, nearly 5000 students of 

Kendriya Vidyalaya and 5768 students of BMC schools have already been covered in the 

recent past. Continuing the endeavor, a series of visits of BMC school students to ñHall 

of Nuclear Powerò Mumbai, starting from July 13, 2015 to August 8, 2015 was 

organized, wherein another nearly 1980 students were taken to the nuclear gallery.  
 

BMC schools in Mumbai have responded positively and appreciated the 

opportunity given to their students for these educational visits. These student visits have 

been useful in arousing the curiosity of the students to know more about science, in 

general, and nuclear power, in particular ï which goes a long way in addressing questions 

related to nuclear power safety and informing them about the vital role of nuclear 

technology in everyday life.
