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NPCIL in collaboration with Nehru Science Centre has set up Indiaôs first-ever permanent 

exhibition on nuclear power at the Nehru Science Centre in Worli, Mumbai. Nehru Science Centre is 
one of the largest science centers in Asia and has several interactive and user-friendly exhibits about all 
aspects of science. The exhibition, named óHall of Nuclear Powerô, was formally opened for the people 

on 20th August, 2011 by the Union Minister for Culture, Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation, 

Kumari Selja. The Chief Minister of Maharashtra Shri Prithviraj Chavan, and Chairman, Atomic Energy 

Commission and Secretary, Department of Atomic Energy Dr. Srikumar Banerjee were also present.  

 

The exhibition, titled ñHall of Nuclear Powerò, is spread over an area of 7500 sq. ft. and covers 

almost all the aspects of nuclear energy, which include extensive information about nuclear power 

generation, its basics, productions, fuel processing, transportation, safety, security, nuclear waste and its 

management. Also, it talks about the non-power application which includes nuclear medicines, food 

irradiation technology, etc. A major attraction in the gallery is the state-of-the-art virtual tour of a 

nuclear power plant in which visitors can learn about nuclear energy through touch-screen computer 

kiosks, video terminals, as well as interactive exhibits and informative panels. The gallery saw an 

enthusiastic response right after its inauguration and a large number of students and other visitors 

thronged the exhibition. While the informative panels and photographs provide relevant answers to 

queries most visitors have about nuclear power and power plants, the virtual tour of a nuclear plant was 

an instant hit. The exhibit explains in simple terms the energy scenario in India and the important role 

nuclear energy is playing in the energy mix. Among various options like solar, wind, biomass, hydro, 

fossil fuel based and nuclear energy, the cheap, stable, long lasting, environment friendly and relatively 

safer option of nuclear energy has distinct advantages.  

 

Nehru Science Centre at Mumbai is visited annually by over 8 lakh visitors. With the initiative of 

NPCIL, a sequence of visit of students of Kendriya Vidyalaya, Mumbai to ñHall of Nuclear Powerò 

Nehru Science Centre, Worli, Mumbai is in the process. In addition to the above NPCIL has extended 

its reach and has included BMC schools for the above visit in which nearly 10000 students will be 

benefited. The BMC school students visit has already been started from January 28, 2013. This 

will increase awareness in the students & teachers about nuclear power and will also enhance NPCILôs 

public outreach program.
