Various nuclear safety features
are also incorporated in the model to build confidence in viewers that our nuclear power plants are
absolutely safe.
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Jawahar Planetarium is named after the first Prime Minister of India, Jawaharlal Nehru, and is present on
the same campus in which the ancestral home of the Prime Minister is. Built in 1979, it is managed by
Jawaharlal Nehru Memorial Fund, having its headquarters at Teen MurtiBhavan, New Delhi. The
planetarium is surrounded by lush green lawns and is a massive structure with a dome shaped roof, which
leaves you spell bound with its architectural beauty.
