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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 
1. INTRODUCTION  
 
The focus of the Corporate Social Responsibility Programme of KKNPP a Unit of Nuclear Power 
Corporation of India Limited (NPCIL) is the overall development & improvement in the quality 
of life of habitations and communities, particularly of the disadvantaged groups, in and around 
the neighbourhoods of KKNPP project sites. 
 
KKNPP under its CSR policy has implemented various projects during  2012 TO 2017 based on 
the needs of the neighbouring communities with the participation of the Communities, 
Academic institutions, District and local Administrations.  
 
Based on the CSR guidelines issued by Nuclear Power Corporation of India Limited (NPCIL) 
KKNPP carried out the specified CSR activities during 2012 TO 2017. 
 
KKNPP  had requested the Madras School of Social Work (MSSW) (an autonomous college 
affiliated to the University of Madras) to conduct social audit of  the CSR Projects implemented 
by KKNPP during  the year 2012 TO 2017. 
 
One of the stated objectives of NPCIL is to strengthen the CSR activities for achieving inclusive 
growth of surrounding population. NPCIL complies with relevant provisions of the Companies 
Act 2013 and other relevant directives issued by government from time to time while 
developing and implementing the CSR programme. 
 
This report highlights the Impact Assessment Study (IAS) findings of the CSR projects of KKNPP 
for the year 2012 to 2017. The CSR project targets to reach all the households of Villages in 
around KKNPP, Tiruneveli District.  
 
This report provides the background and objectives of the study, approach and methodology 
used and the CSR Impacts identified. It also presents the analysis of the data and presents the 
main findings, conclusion and recommendations. The report is also expected to support KKNPP 
in defining the future strategy of CSR programme implementation.  
 
2. AN OVERVIEW OF CSR PROJECT OF KKNPP IN TAMIL NADU 
 
The objective of KKNPP CSR Policy is to ensure an increased commitment at all levels in the 
organization, to operate its business in an economically, socially & environmentally sustainable 
manner, while recognizing the interests of all its stakeholders.  
 
KKNPP impacts the lives of the communities around its plant by directly taking up programmes 
that benefit the communities in enhancing the quality of social and ŜŎƻƴƻƳƛŎ ǿŜƭƭπōŜƛƴƎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ 
local population. Under CSR During 2012-2017, KKNPP had carried out 340 sub-projects under 
the various sector components i.e., Infrastructure-Road (Road/Culvert/Pathway/Blacktopping 
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etc.), Infrastructure-Water (Bore well/OHT/Pipeline/Sump etc.), Infrastructure-Sanitation 
(Drainage/Bathing facility), Infrastructure-Health (Hospital compound wall), Infrastructure-
Community constructions-(Bus shelter/Cremation shed/ Compound wall, Infrastructure Creche 
(Construction/compound wall), Fishery related activities (Net centre), Environment (protective 
wall to water bodies), Health camps, Children related programmes, Devices to Physically 
challenged persons, Sports and culture (Open auditorium). 

 
3. METHODOLOGY OF THE IMPACT ASSESSMENT STUDY 
 
The main objective of the study is to find the effectiveness and utilization of activities executed 
during the reported period, to analyze the positive and negative impacts of the programs, to 
examine the participation of community in the CSR programmes, orientation and practice of 
the community towards ownership and sustainability over community assets created through 
CSR program. 
 
The Research Methodology and approach adapted for the IAS by the consultants used a mix of 
evaluation methods i.e. Quantitative (Based on document review) and Qualitative (Stakeholder 
consultations) on a sample basis to arrive at the findings. The consultants used Participatory 
Impact Assessment Schedule with the Key informants Interview, household interview, Focus 
Group Discussion, Case studies and beneficiary interview schedule with field level communities, 
Meetings with collaborating agencies/persons.  The Data for the IAS   was collected using a 
qualitative and quantitative methods in all the settlement villages in around Kudankulam, 
Tirunelveli Districts, Qualitative data provided non-statistical responses based on current 
benefits, Livelihood support, knowledge and beliefs necessary to provide better insights into 
the intervention areas. 
 
A purposive sampling method was used to select the households and respondents during the 
IAS from the list of Projects given by the KKNPP. This approach helped compare Benefited 
Village communities and other households within the settlements and guided the survey within 
the parameters defined for the IAS. Efforts were made to minimize bias and select samples 
which best represent the Village communities and Local representatives across all Villages in 
and around KKNPP area surveyed. Keeping the time crunch and resource crunch in mind we 
had selected 107 samples from 340 CSR Projects which given by the KKNPP for the year of 
2012-2017. 
4. FINDINGS ON IMPACTS 
  
The Significant findings and impacts of the CSR interventions are given on Sector and project 
wise are given in details in the concerned chapter. 
 
Providing of Infrastructure both at the Govt. Primary and Higher Secondary level of educational 
institutions such as construction of classrooms, RO Water Plant, Hand wash facility, projectors, 
enhanced the enrolment and also enabled conducive educational environment to the students. 
The construction of primary health centres buildings and also adding facilities to the existing 
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tI/Ωǎ has resulted to access quality health care services to the marginalised communities 
especially women and childrŜƴΩǎΦ  
 
Most of the villages where in CSR interventions were undertaken were reeling under acute 
water shortage and construction of OHT with the capacity  ranging from 30000 litres to 100000 
litres helped in easing the water problem of the inhabitants to a great extent.  Providing bore 
wells are of immense health to the people. Provision of facilities such as approach roads, waiting 
hall, water facility and compound wall inside the burial ground were of immense help especially 
for the marginalised community to perform the last Rites of their near and dear ones.  
 
Innovative initiative of providing solar lanterns to the students at the time of acute power 
shortages facilitated the students to continue their studies and for academic performance. The 
quality of the product is good and the same lanterns are being used by the beneficiaries even 
after a period of 4 yrs. 
 
5. SUMMARY OF IMPACTS (AFTER CSR INTERVENTION) 
 
5.1 Impacts of school Infrastructure CSR initiatives: 

 The Enrolment of the children increased due to the construction of new class rooms  

 At the High school level the construction of additional class rooms created the conducive 
class room atmosphere for learning, the classes could be conducted regularly during rainy 
seasons also 

 Lab facilities in the new building enhanced the practical knowledge of the students by 
conducting regular practical classes exclusively in the lab rooms 

 The compound wall helped in preventing stray animalǎΩ ŜƴǘǊȅ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ Ŏƭŀǎǎ ǊƻƻƳǎ ŀƴŘ 
develops Greenery in the campus (subject to availability of water) and the school assets 
were prevented from damages by the anti-social elements. Final outcome was a clean 
environment and were prevention of health hazards of children 

 The children felt happy in using facility of bench and desk and adequate provision of 
furniture added to the comfort of students.  

 The water supplied through RO is portable. ¢ƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘ ŘƻƴΩǘ ŎŀǊǊȅ ǿŀǘŜǊ ŀƭƻƴƎ ǿƛǘƘ ǘƘŜƳΦ 

 Because of the purification of water by RO system health problem caused to the students is 
reduced. Waste water from the RO is used for Greenery in the school campus. 

 Functioning of RO also helps in the preparation of Noon meal for the children with the 
supply of portable water 

 Has most of the schools are located in rural area provision of computers enhanced latest 
technology in computer education with more practical classes.  

 Students are being given visual education if there is any delay in getting prescribed study 
materials Students are trained in E-Learning 

 Students cultivated hand wash practice after provision of hand wash platforms. 

 Waste water is utilized for developing greenery in the school campus. 

 Health checkups help the students to ascertain the anemic status and take appropriate 
Tonics and tablets provided to rectify the defects. 

 Awareness on oral hygiene importance increased. 
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 Supply of solar lanterns enabled the students to continue their studies in their houses even 
during the frequent interruption of power supply. 

 The functioning of the toilet is highly useful to girl students  

 This innovative toilet occupies little space and it is a fabricated one. Water consumption is 
minimum. 

 
5.2 Impacts of ICDS-Anganwadi centers infrastructure Initiatives: 

 The construction of the new Anganwadi centres increased the number of children attending

 Proper functioning of Anganwadi with these supports contributed to the early childhood

5.3 Impacts of Health Assistances/ infrastructure initiatives:

 ¢ƘŜ tI/Ωǎ ǿŜre equipped with facilities such as ANC, PNC, Life style Diseases care , 
Emergency medical care etc. at free of cost.  

 The construction of compound wall provided safety to the staff who offer Round clock 
medical care services and also prevention of animal menace. Greenery is developed inside 
the campus. 

 After providing the RO plant the hospitals use the bore water for consumption and also 
water facility available according to necessity The staff and patients use the RO water for 
drinking added to that the functioning of RO facilitated the kitchen unit to get potable water 
round the clock for its use. 

 Water supplied through RO Plant is also used for inpatients and operation theatres and also 
the pharmacy. 

 The hospital staff lauded the immediate response in rectifying the technical snag developed 
in RO plant and in restoring its function immediately. 

 
5.4 Impacts of Rural Community infrastructure initiatives: 
OHT With/without bore well connection: OHT Constructed 60000 litres capacity stored more 
water and supply is ensured for a longer period. 
Bore with pipe line connection and motor room: Under CSR initiative 3 bore with pipelines and 
motor room were provided at 3 different places of the panchayat. The village community used 
to operate motor and collect water for bathing and washing purposes that too near to the 
households. There is no water problem experienced by the house holds at present   
Burial Ground: Under CSR initiative provision of waiting shed compound wall and water facility 
facilitated last rites in a comfort way. 
Bus shelter: Construction of bus shelter helped the peoples to wait under a roof to board the 
bus. The construction of bus shelter has resulted in connecting the school by public transport 
system and reduced the distance travelled by students to board the bus.

Street lights: The LED street lights installed in important places and junctions shine bright. The 
Places where the people used to gather such as Market and bus stand were in dark due to lack 
of street lights. 
Road: Laying a pukka road facilitated for comfort travel by all means of transport to reach the 
destination. 
Culvert and protective wall: Construction of culvert and protective wall around the tanks 
prevented the flooding and also saved the lives of live stocks. 
Public Distribution System (PDS): Each village has provided with PDS in the spacious building 
facilitated the villages the approach and the purchase of available commodities without much 
difficulty 
Fishing Villages Infrastructure (Providing Groynes, Construction of Auction hall): The Groynes 
laying prevented the sea erosion and prevention of considerable damages to the boats. 
The construction of the hall relived them to a great extent the problem of mending of fish nets, 
and also auctioning of fish catches, and unloading of fish catches 
Environment Initiatives (Garbage Collection): Providing of autos made job of collection of 
garbage frequently. This has resulted in the reduction of garbage accumulation in the wards. 
Awareness on source segregation was given for effective solid waste management. 
Disabled Welfare Assistances (Providing Aids and appliances): Provision of artificial limps 
crutches helped the disabled persons for the mobility to earn the livelihoods and also 
assistance such as hearing aids, and clippers to young children in calculated confidence in them. 
 
6. RELEVANCE  
 
Government of India has adopted the Millennium Development Goals/Sustainable 
Development Goals as part of its development agenda. Poverty reduction, Education, and 
Gender equality are the targets of the National and state Governments. These CSR initiatives 
are in agreement with the development agenda fixed by the GOI and State Government. 

 
7. CSR PROGRAMME MANAGEMENT ISSUES 
 
All the Key Informants and all the Groups interacted (School authorities /Children / students 
/Village community and Women group) rated the programme Implementation as good. 
All the programmes were carried out through the community involvement. 
 
Visibility and Satisfaction Level of the Participants: 
The response to assess the level of awareness, concerns, attitudes and acceptance of people 
towards the activities planned for this was derived through qualitative interactions with key 
informants and Groups. All the Groups from villages rated the programme as good.  
 
Role played by the KKNPP Team Members in achieving Objectives: 
All the groups expressed that the KKNPP team had played a critical role in implementing the 
CSR programmes such as Education, Health and infrastructure development. 
Critical role here refers to the seriousness with which the KKNPP team facilitated the delivery of 
services relating to the project objectives stated earlier. 
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Efficiency in Achievement of the Objectives: 
KKNPP   has managed to mobilize the support of the Government departments and Local 
panchayats in implementing the CSR programmes.  The local panchayat members and 
community contributions were visible in the medical camps, educational interventions, child 
welfare programmes and infrastructure programmes. It is observed that the project has 
established precedence in generating the Government and local panchayatsΩ participation and 
contribution in the CSR project activities.

9. SUGGESTIONS 
 
A. The sustainability of the assets created is an important aspect.  Unless and until 
respective village panchayat/agency/community consider the ownership of the assets and take 
common responsibility for safeguarding and also maintain them, the much achieved impact 
with huge investment incurred under CSR by KKNPP cannot be sustained. 
 
B. KKNPPL can establish a monitoring mechanism as a part of CSR cell to assist the CSR cell 
in providing village panchayat/agency/community level coordination and concurrent 
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monitoring. This monitoring assignment may be outsourced to Social work Educational 
Institutions of repute on contract basis.  

 

 
C. Though KKNPP could take up the initiatives through CSR Projects at the village levels in 
collaboration with the Government and Panchayat collaborations it has been observed that the 
first phase of KKNPP CSR initiatives were very much restricted to Health, education, sanitation 
and infrastructure sectors involving the Government and Local bodies. The village communities 
expect more community based interventions to emerge in the future interventions such as skill 
ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇƳŜƴǘΣ ǿƻƳŜƴ ŜƳǇƻǿŜǊƳŜƴǘΣ ǿŀǘŜǊ ŀǳƎƳŜƴǘŀǘƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ ǎƳŀƭƭ ŦŀǊƳŜǊǎΩ ƛƴƛǘƛŀǘƛves. 
 
D. It also recommends building initial capacity of communities and providing support 
through group based activities, developing multiple skills to address existing skills gaps, 
organize youth and women in groups, and strengthening their socio cultural and economic 
activities. 
 
E. It is evident that skill development activities   require focused attention to keep the 
youth and new unemployed from the farming sector. 
 
F. Another important sector which have not been focused is farming sector due to which 
people have to look for alternative jobs with less incomes. KKNPP could think of involving 
specialized agency such as M/s. M.S. Swaminathan Research Foundation (MSSRF) to formulate 
a comprehensive proposal on the farming and animal husbandry sector. 
 
G. It is expected the base line study carried out by KKNPP would throw more light on the 
needs of the people for the implementation of CSR initiatives. 
 
 10. CONCLUSION 
 
The social audit conducted revealed that there is a visible transformation in   the sectors such 
as education, health, sanitation, and community infrastructure and women empowerment. The 
successful CSR initiatives may be highlighted in print, electronic media and other publications.  
  
The KKNPP project needs to be highly complimented for the effective implementation of the 
sustainable CSR initiatives for the period 2012-17. The determination and commitment of 
KKNPP management and the collaborative and ceaseless efforts and sense of commitment of 
their team in translating socially oriented objectives into the desired and expected outcomes in 
the long run is noteworthy. 
 
The KKNPP CSR management had done very committed job and the moving spirit behind the 
team counts for the success of the project. The evaluator compliments the CSR team for the 
good work and hope the future requirements spelled out by the communities would be 
accommodated in the future CSR plans. 
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CHAPTER 1  
 
GENERAL OVERVIEW OF CSR ACTIVITIES IN INDIA AND IN KKNPP A UNIT OF NUCLEAR POWER 

CORPORATION OF INDIA LIMITED (NPCIL) 
1.1 CSR in India 
 
CSR in India has traditionally been seen as a philanthropic activity. And in keeping with the 
Indian tradition, it was an activity that was performed, but not deliberated. As a result, there is 
limited documentation on specific activities related to this concept. However, what was clearly 
evident that much of this had a national character encapsulated within it, whether it was 
endowing institutions to actively participating in IndiaΩǎ freedom movement, and embedded in 
the idea of trusteeship. 
The practice of CSR in India still remains within the philanthropic space, but has moved from 
institutional building (educational, research and cultural) to community development through 
various  global influences  and with  communities  becoming more active and demanding, 
there appears to be a discernible trend, that while CSR remains largely restricted to community 
development, it is getting more strategic in nature (that is, getting linked with business) than 
philanthropic, and a large number of companies are reporting the activities in their official 
websites, annual reports and publishing CSR activities in leading journals. 
The Companies Act, 2013 has introduced the idea of CSR to the forefront and is promoting 
greater transparency and disclosure. Schedule VII of the Act, which lists out the CSR activities, 
suggests communities to be the focal point. On the other hand, by discussing a companyΩǎ 
relationship to its stakeholders and integrating CSR into its core operations, the draft rules 
suggest that CSR needs to go beyond communities and beyond the concept of philanthropy.  It 
will be interesting to observe the ways in which this will translate into action at the ground 
level, and how the understanding of CSR is set to undergo a change.  The new guidelines, which 
have replaced two existing separate guidelines on CSR and sustainable development, issued in 
2010 and 2011 respectively, mentions the followƛƴƎΥ  ά{ƛƴŎŜ Corporate Social Responsibility 
and Sustainability are so closely entwined, it can be said that Corporate Social Responsibility 
and Sustainability is a companyΩǎ commitment to its stakeholders to conduct business in an 
economically, socially and environmentally sustainable manner that is transparent and ethicaƭΦέ  
 
1.2. CSR AND SUSTAINABILITY 
 
CSR in India tends to focus on what is done with profits after they are made. On the other 
hand, sustainability is about factoring the social and environmental impacts of conducting 
business, that is, how profits are made. Hence, much of the Indian practice of CSR is an 
important component of sustainability or responsible business, which is a larger idea, a fact 
that is evident from various sustainability frameworks. The Act encourages companies to spend 
at least 2% of their average net profit in the previous three years on CSR activities. The Act 
lists out the following activities eligible under CSR, taking the local conditions under 
consideration after the approval of the Board.

2.1 CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY POLICY OF NPCIL 
 
One of the stated objectives of NPCIL is to strengthen the CSR activities for achieving inclusive 
growth of surrounding population. NPCIL complies with relevant provisions of the Companies 
Act 2013 and other relevant directives issued by government from time to time while 
developing and implementing the CSR programme. 
 
The CSR programme of NPCIL includes some of the following activities:  
i) Eradicating hunger, poverty and malnutrition, promoting preventive health care and 
sanitation including contribution to the Swachh Bharat Kosh set-up by the Central Government 
for the promotion of sanitation and making available safe drinking water.  
ii)  Promoting education, including special education and employment enhancing vocation 
skills especially among children, women, elderly and the differently abled and livelihood 
enhancement projects;  
iii) Promoting gender equality, empowering women, setting up homes and hostels for women 
and orphans; setting up old age homes, day care centres and such other facilities for senior 
citizens and measures for reducing inequalities faced by socially and economically backward 
groups;  
iv)  Ensuring environmental sustainability, ecological balance, protection of flora and fauna, 
animal welfare, agro-forestry, conservation of natural resources and maintaining quality of soil, 
air and water including contribution to the Clean Ganga Fund set-up by the Central Government 
for rejuvenation of river Ganga.  
v) Protection of national heritage, art and culture including restoration of building and sites of 
historical importance and works of art; setting up public libraries; promotion and development 
of traditional arts and handicrafts;  
vi) Measures for the benefit of armed forces veterans, war widow and their dependents;  
vii) Training to promote rural sports, nationally recognised sports, Paralympic sports and 
Olympic sports;

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2.2. KKNPP AND CSR FOCUS FOR THE CURRENT STUDY- 
 
KKNPP had taken up villages within 16 km radius   of the KKNPP plant for implementing CSR 
Schemes. As part of the CSR initiatives KKNPP had implemented various socio economic, 
educational and infrastructure programmes for development of villages in partnership with 
Technical institutions, Panchayat Raj Institutions and Community Based Organisations. As per 
the guidelines in force, KKNPP has taken this project as a grassroots level CSR initiative in the 
villages.  
 
Under CSR KKNPP had carried out 340 sub-projects under the following sector components 
from 2012-13 to 2016-17;

METHODOLOGY OF THE IMPACT ASSESSMENT STUDY 
 
3.1 THE OBJECTIVES OF THE STUDY: 
 

 To study the effectiveness and utilization of  activities executed during the reported  
period  

 To document the various actions taken by the KKNPP and other partner  agencies in 
implementing projects 

 To analyze the positive and negative impacts of the programs implemented by the 
KKNPP with the CSR assistance. 

 To examine the participation of community in the CSR programmes, orientation and 
practice of the community towards ownership and sustainability over community assets 
created through CSR program  

 To explore suggestions and recommendations for disaster management and mitigation 
measures. 
 
3.2 THE PURPOSE OF IMPACT ASSESSMENT STUDY (IAS) 
 
As derived from the Terms of Reference reviewed with KKNPP, the overall purpose of the 
assignment is to provide the impacts of the CSR activities, feedback from the Villages and 
Recommendations for upcoming CSR projects.  The assignment is also intended to support the 
BPL families in defining the emergency livelihoods strategy and Community Development Pro-
gramme. The MSSW carefully studied the findings, suggestions and compiled the outputs of the 
studies. i.e.,  

 The analysis report is documented the case studies and successful approaches / 
practices being done under the KKNPP CSR initiatives.  

 The reports recommended changes required in policy/approach or interventions as the 
case may be implemented to facilitate the process of achievement of the goals and objectives 
of the CSR program.  
 
3.3 The Scope of the Assignment (IAS) 
 
The scope of the Impact Assessment study was based on the geographical, time and the 
content scope as described below:  
The IAS was carried out in all villages in Radhapuram Valliyoor Unions of Tirunevelli district, 
Tamilnadu. Within these locations, efforts were made to reach local village community 
households, local leadership structures within the area of KKNPP. i.e., district of Tirunelveli 
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3.4Time Scope  
The IAS ran for a total of 60 days from 20th July to 19th Sep 2018 covering; preliminary 
preparations, data collection and analysis and report writing and presentation. The IAS data 
collection was carried out from 26th July to 10th August 2018. During this period, activities 
included: training of Data Collectors, Pre-testing the Data collection tools, Logistical 
coordination and Scheduling meetings within the Villages/ Blocks/District and Household data 
collection, Interviews and Focus Group Discussions.  
 
3.5Content Scope  
Both qualitative and quantitative data was used to investigate and analyze the issues that 
informed IAS. These included primary and secondary data collected from target locations and 
potential respondents and stakeholders.

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3.9 APPROACH ADAPTED FOR THE IMPACT ASSESSMENT STUDY: 
The approach adapted for the IAS by the consultants used a mix of evaluation methods i.e. 
Quantitative (Based on document review) and Qualitative (Stakeholder consultations) on a 
sample basis to arrive at the findings. The consultants used Participatory Impact Assessment 
Schedule with the Key informants Interview, household interview, Focus Group Discussion, 
Case studies and beneficiary interview schedule with field level communities, Meetings with 
collaborating agencies/persons. Independent assessment by consultant and Field visits to the 
sites had been undertaken to cull out information on the thrust areas of the project. The study 
focused the evaluation of the activities using the quantitative and qualitative tools. Beneficiary 
Interview, Focus Group Discussions (FGDs), Key Informants Interview and Case Studies used to 
elicit data on the subprojects. 
 
3.10 DATA COLLECTION METHODS  
The Data for the IAS   was collected using a qualitative and quantitative method in all the set-
tlement villages in around Kudankulam, Tirunelveli districts, Qualitative data provided non-
statistical responses based on current benefits, Livelihood support, knowledge and beliefs 
necessary to provide better insights into the intervention areas. Both Qualitative and 
Quantitative data collection tools such as; document review checklists, Structured Surveys 
Questionnaires, Key Informant Interview Guides (KII) and Focus Group Discussions guide were 
used to generate both primary and secondary data. The primary data source includes the 
Evaluation method responses from the beneficiaries and secondary stakeholders elicited 
through Key Informants interviews, Focus Group Discussions (FGD), Case studies and filed 
inspection reports. Secondary source consist of quantitative data (Desk review) of the literature 
pertaining to the subject from the Government and other agencies.  
 
Beneficiary Interview schedule- Sample Beneficiaries covered under a socio economic schedule 
where ever such a CSR initiative was carried out to assess the impacts on their living conditions. 
Key Informants Interview/ Focus Group Discussion guide: The guide used to elicit information 
from Government, Local Bodies officers/elected representatives who were impacted by KKNPP 
CSR interventions. 
Focus Group Discussions:  used for conducting discussions with the Residents & Groups in the 
study areas  
Case Studies:  from the villages case studies on KKNPPΩǎ /{w ŜƴŘŜŀǾƻǳǊs towards improving the 
quality of life of the communities were identified and presented based on the availability. 
 
3.11 Data Analysis  
Quantitative data was collected using by Structures Tools. This data was then exported to MS 
Excel for graphical presentation and analysis. Qualitative data was transcribed into MS Word 
and thematic areas related to the focus areas of the IAS. These themes were grouped into sub 
themes for further analysis and triangulation with quantitative data. 
 
3.12 The Sample size and Sampling Procedure  
A purposive sampling method was used to select the households and respondents during the 
IAS from the list of Projects given by the KKNNP. This approach helped compare Benefited 
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Village communities and other households within the settlements and guided the survey within 
the parameters defined for the IAS. Efforts were made to minimize bias and select samples 
which best represent the Village communities and Local representatives across all Villages in 
and around KKNPP area   surveyed.

During the period 2011-14 Tamilnadu state was reeling under acute power shortage. Due to 
which the farming sector, the students community, and traders were pit into lot of hardships, 
The student community could not attend to the academic needs at their homes due to frequent 
power interruptions. Most of the students were scared to attend the final examinations 
because of inadequate preparations. 
 
At this juncture the Kudankulam nuclear project under the CSR in initiative provided 44 solar 
lanterns to the students of class 12th of Government Higher Secondary School, Palavoor. This 
initiative facilitated the students to enhance the learning knowledge at their houses in spite of 
acute power shortage. This initiative has enhanced the pass percentage of the students in the 
public examination. 
 
It is heartening to see during this visit some of the students could complete the Diploma 
courses in Electrical and Electronic, Para medical courses and could get gainful employment. 
The quality of lanterns given is of high standard as the same is used by the beneficiary till today 
even for recharging of laptops and mobile phone charging.

Normally the toilets at the school premises would become dysfunctional because of lack of 
water facility and the maintenance problem.

Access to Quality Health Care Services is one of the dimension of HDI. ( Human Development 
Index) The fishing habitation has the facility of schools, roads , markets, Transportation, water 
and sanitation they have to travel  a distance of 7 kms for thier medical needs. In the case of 
Uvari habitations, KKNP through the CSR initiative has constructed a building to accommodate 
primary health centre in Uvari itself.  The primary health centre carters to the medical needs of 
Fishing community of Uvari. Around 200 ǇŀǘƛŜƴǘǎΩ visits the PHC every day for getting 
treatment. The PHC also provides treatment to disease like BP, Diabetes, Eye care apart from 
PNC and ANC Services. 
 
The functioning of PHC promotes health awareness for preventive care in the community. The 
communities feel pride about the functioning of the PHC with quality health care services 
offered here is Second to None.
